General details:

e Deadline for show submission: Friday, November 22, 2019 by 4pm (very important!). Refer to the form to indicate
the type of talent you will be sharing. No late entries will be accepted, so please work hard to meet this deadline.

e For the talent show: 2-minute (maximum) performance time per act.
Students can participate individually or with a group.

e Musical acts include singing, playing an instrument, or singing while someone else is playing an instrument.
Vocal acts without live accompaniment will require a karaoke track and provided by the performer.

e Sports-related acts may include tae kwon do, karate, gymnastics, hula-hooping, dance routines, baton twirling, or
cheerleading.

e Other acts may include joke or storytelling, drama performance, illusion tricks, bird calls, or poetry readings
(include a writing sample).

e The art show will be exhibited in the front of the sanctuary and could include any piece of art, painting, sketching,
sculpturing, sewing project, craft project or perhaps you want to share your baking talents in our annual bake sale.

e The Rehearsal Schedule will be provided with the following assigned days. If your child has another important
event during the two weeks, you may schedule another day with Mrs. Hobson.

Rehearsal dates: Jan. 14, 15,0r 16  3:15pm-4:30pm, approx. (attendance of one is mandatory)
Jan 21, 22, 23 3:15pm-5:00pm, approx. (attendance of one is mandatory)
Dress Rehearsal: Jan. 23 3:15pm-5:30pm, approx. (attendance mandatory for all acts)
e Parental permission is required with the submission of form by Friday, November 22, 2019.

For the talent show portion of our event, no preliminary auditions will be held, but all permission forms must be
approved. The talent show committee will review all the acts and fit them into the best category. Please note, in an
effort to allow as many students as possible to participate, we may try to combine acts of similarity or limit any
repeated songs that are chosen. (First come, first served) Lastly, all acts must attend after school rehearsals. Our de-
sire is to make this show the best in the west, because VMS has talent!

We encourage you to submit your talent and/or art exhibit paperwork (DO BOTH!) as quickly as possible.
DEADLINE: on or before November 22, 2019 for Performing Arts and December 6, 2019 for Applied Arts. You will
receive an approved confirmation email from Mrs. Hobson for Performing Arts. During rehearsals, students will be
given personalized direction on how to improve their stage performance.
